Turn on fans and open windows
Be especially careful with oven cleaners, drain openers,
toilet bowl cleaners and rust removers. These can cause
burns on your skin or in your eyes and are among the most
dangerous products found in homes. Always keep them
away from children – and store them up and out of reach
Don’t mix cleaning products unless the label tell you to,
mixing products can produce a toxic gas
Store cleaning products in their original, labeled containers
